Surrogate Benefit Package for ____________________________
Main Compensation (Base Fee)
You will receive 10% of your main compensation every month by the 1st day of each month, after your pregnancy is confirmed by detection of fetal heartbeat. You will receive the rest of the main compensation in a lump sum within five (5) business days of the delivery.
 
 
Medical Clearance Bonus
You will receive a flat fee of $800 within five (5) business days of you (and your partner, if applicable) passing all psychological and medical screenings, as confirmed by the IVF clinic.
 
 
Legal Clearance Bonus
You will receive a flat fee of $1,200 within five (5) business days of you and your Intended Parents entering into the surrogacy contract (i.e., the legal clearance letter is issued by the drafting attorney).
 
 
NOTE: You would be obligated to return the Medical Clearance Bonus and Legal Clearance Bonus back to the Intended Parents if you choose to back out before a pregnancy is achieved.
 
 
Travel Expenses
Travel expenses during medical screening and embryo transfer are completely covered by your Intended Parents, which may include round trip economic class flights for you and your adult companion (if required), one reasonably-priced hotel room, reasonably-priced rental car or Uber/Lyft reimbursements (only for to and from home, airport, hotel and clinic). If the clinic location is local, you will be reimbursed for mileage (see below).
 
 
Mileage for Related Driving
If you’re required to drive more than 25 miles round trip for any medical or legal appointment, you’ll be reimbursed $0.56 per mile, starting at the 26th mile.


Per Diem for Medical Screening and Embryo Transfer
This non-accountable fee is to cover food and other incidental expenses (such as parking or tolls) during medical screening or embryo transfer travel. If an adult companion is required by the clinic, they will receive this fee too.
 
 
Childcare Allowance for Medical Screening
This non-accountable childcare allowance is to cover childcare needs during medical screening.
 
 
Injectable Medication Fee
As you begin administering injectable medications to prepare for an embryo transfer, you will receive this fee within five (5) business days.
 
 
Embryo Transfer Fee
You will receive this fee within five (5) business days after each embryo transfer. This fee covers all lost wages, childcare, and housekeeping arrangements for you and your adult companion.
 
 
Multiple Pregnancy
If you’re pregnant with twins, you will be paid $1,000 every month beginning on the 1st of the month following the completion of the 18th gestational week of pregnancy (i.e., 16 weeks after the embryo transfer).
 
 
Dropped Cycle Fee
If an embryo transfer is canceled due to no fault of your own (as in, you followed all the clinic’s orders and took all the medications correctly), you will be able to keep the Injectable Medication Start Fee and will also receive an additional $500.
 
 
Mock Cycle
If you are required to undergo a mock cycle or an ERA test at any point after you’ve been matched, you’ll receive this fee.
Maternity Clothing Allowance
You’ll receive this one-time flat fee within five (5) business days after the 18th gestational week of pregnancy (16 weeks after the embryo transfer). If you’re pregnant with twins, this fee shall increase to $1,000.
 
 
Invasive Procedures
You’ll receive a payment for undergoing any of the following procedures: biopsy, amniocentesis, cerclage, D&C/E, CVS, or any procedure requiring general anesthesia, spinal block, or epidural not associated with labor and delivery, or otherwise described as “invasive” by the doctor ordering the procedure. This provision excludes procedures done as a part of your medical screening.
Anesthesia is not considered a separate invasive procedure. This fee cannot be paid in conjunction with a termination or selective reduction.
 
 
Termination, reduction, or ectopic pregnancy
In the case of a fetal reduction, termination, or ectopic pregnancy, you will receive $1,000 to compensate for your pain and suffering.
 
 
Cesarean Delivery
If you’ve never had a c-section before and are medically advised or required to for the surrogate pregnancy, you will receive
$3,000. If you’ve delivered by c-section before, you will receive
$1,500 instead.
 
 
Loss of Reproductive Organ
If you were medically required to undergo a partial hysterectomy, or otherwise suffer any loss of reproductive capabilities as a result of the surrogate pregnancy, you will receive a fee of $5,000. The fee will be $10,000 instead if you were medically required to undergo a full hysterectomy.



Lost Wages
If you’re prescribed bedrest by your doctor as a result of the surrogacy pregnancy or delivery, you will be entitled to lost wages reimbursement. You’re eligible for lost wages up to 4 weeks after a vaginal birth, and up to 6 weeks after a c-section delivery.
 
 
Companion Lost Wages
Your partner or companion is eligible to receive lost wage reimbursement for a total of 8 days during the entire journey, if they accompany you to an invasive procedure, or to be there for you at delivery.
 
 
Doctor-Prescribed Bedrest
You can be reimbursed for housekeeping expenses in the amount of up to $100 per week during a period of bedrest or restricted activity. You can be reimbursed for childcare expenses in the amount of up to $200 per week during the period of bedrest or restricted activity. You are only eligible for reimbursement for services that you don’t already utilize prior to the bedrest or restricted activity.
 
 
Housekeeping and Childcare
Starting the 26th week following the embryo transfer, you can be reimbursed for housekeeping and childcare expenses up to $300 per month. This item doesn’t apply for the time length that you’re on bedrest because you’ll be eligible to a higher budget above already. You are only eligible for reimbursement for services that you don’t already utilize.
 
 
Breast Milk Pumping
The intended parents will reimburse you a weekly fee, plus pay any equipment costs, shipping and storage fees if you provide breast milk at their request.




Psychological Support
If at any point from being officially matched to three months postpartum, you feel like you may benefit from speaking with a psychologist who specializes in talking with surrogates, Love & Kindness will arrange it for you.
 
 
Pregnancy Wellness Budget
During your entire pregnancy (from fetal heartbeat confirmation to delivery), you are encouraged to utilize any of the services mentioned below to maintain your wellbeing. The services include, but are not limited to, prenatal massages, doula, aromatherapy, chiropractor, acupuncture, nutritionist, prenatal yoga classes, personal trainer. These services would just need to be pre-approved by your OB.
 
Life Insurance
Prior to embryo transfer, you’ll apply for a life insurance policy with a face value of $350,000. Your family will be the beneficiaries of $250,000, and your intended parents will be the beneficiaries of $100,000. Your intended parents are responsible for the cost of the annual life insurance policy.
